RE: Notification of JW Eater Junior High Student COVID-19 Positive Cases
Dear Parent/Guardians:

The District has been closely monitoring the health and safety of our students and staff. We have become aware
that two students tested positive for COVID during this past week. The last time the COVID-19 positive Student A
was in the school setting while they were possibly contagious was Thursday, November 5, 2020, and Student B was
Friday, November 6, 2020. At this time, we have not identified any close contacts due to the safety protocols in
place at school.

For COVID-19, the CDC defines a “close contact” as “someone who was within 6 feet of an infected person for a
cumulative total of 15 minutes or more over a 24-hour period* starting from 2 days before illness onset (or, for
asymptomatic patients, 2 days prior to test specimen collection) until the time the patient is isolated.

In light of the positive COVID-19 case, we ask that you do the following:
e Monitor your student for symptoms and do temperature checks at least twice daily for 14 days after the last
exposure to the infected person while they were contagious.
e Consult with your student’s physician or health care provider for evaluation and about the need for testing if
your student develops symptoms.

To assist you in this, please be aware that the most common symptoms of COVID-19 are a fever, uncontrolled
cough that causes difficulty breathing, shortness of breath, chills, fatigue, muscle aches, new onset of a severe
headache, sore throat, new loss of taste or smell, congestion or runny nose, nausea and/or vomiting and diarrhea.
Symptoms usually develop between 2 to 14 days after the last exposure. However, some infected persons never
develop symptoms.

As a reminder, always keep your student at home if they are ill for any reason. If you have any questions, please
contact me.

RE: Notificacion de casos positivos de COVID-19 de estudiantes en JW Eater Junior High
Estimados padres/tutores:

El Distrito ha estado monitoreando de cerca la salud y seguridad de nuestros estudiantes y personal. Nos hemos
enterado de que dos estudiantes dieron positivo por COVID durante la semana pasada. La tltima vez que el
Estudiante A positivo de COVID-19 estuvo en el entorno escolar mientras posiblemente era contagioso fue el jueves
5 de Noviembre de 2020 y el ultimo dia del Estudiante B fue el viernes 6 de Noviembre de 2020. En este momento,
no hemos identificado ningin contacto cercano debido a los protocolos de seguridad vigentes en la escuela.

Para COVID-19, los CDC definen un"contacto cercano"como "alguien que estuvo a 6 pies de una persona infectada
durante un total acumulativo de 15 minutos o mas durante un periodo de 24 horas * a partir de 2 dias antes del inicio
de la enfermedad (o, para pacientes asintomaticos, 2 dias antes de la recoleccion de la muestra de prueba) hasta el
momento en que se aisla al paciente.

Debido al caso positivo de COVID-19, le pedimos que haga lo siguiente:
e Monitorear a su estudiante para sintomas y verificar la temperatura al menos dos veces al dia durante 14
dias después de la ultima exposicion a la persona infectada mientras era contagiosa.
e Consulte con el médico o proveedor de atencion médica de su estudiante para una evaluacion y sobre la
necesidad de realizar pruebas si su estudiante presenta sintomas.

Para ayudarlo en esto, tenga en cuenta que los sintomas mas comunes de COVID-19 son fiebre, tos incontrolada que
causa dificultad para respirar, falta de aire, escalofrios, fatiga, dolores musculares, nueva aparicion de un fuerte
dolor de cabeza, dolor de garganta, nueva pérdida del gusto u olfato, congestion o secrecion nasal, nauseas y/o
vomitos y diarrea. Los sintomas generalmente se desarrollan entre 2 y 14 dias después de la Gltima exposicion. Sin
embargo, algunas personas infectadas nunca desarrollan sintomas. Para obtener informacion adicional, consulte:
